Gender and Education Symposium 2007:  "Engaging our Differences in Gender and Education”
In keeping with the theme for the 2007 CIES annual conference, the Gender and Education Symposium will probe the tensions that exist in contemporary gender and education development work and discourse.  

The symposium will consist of three parts.  In Part I, “Engaging the Issues: Development Partner Perspectives of Gender and Education,” four leaders in the field will discuss the state of gender and education from the point of view of an NGO, a bilateral agency, an intergovernmental organization, and a development bank. 
In Part II, “Engaging Theoretical Perspectives of Gender and Education,” several academics will discuss the state of theories in fields related to gender and education.  A dialogue will follow, allowing presenters from the development partner agencies to respond to the academics’ presentations.  This will be followed by an open dialogue among all participants.  
After lunch (on your own), Part III, “Engaging the Issues:  Methods and Methodologies in Gender and Education Research” will showcase research and work by the newest generation of contributors to the field.  It will highlight methodological questions that arise in probing the intersections of gender and development work and discourse.
