2009 Gender Symposium & Workshop

The Gender Committee will host a full day of panels and symposia at this year’s annual CIES meeting along with a methodologies workshop on Thursday afternoon and evening. During the symposium, we are co-sponsoring the Academic Life & Family Stress panel with the New Scholar’s Committee, and we will be joining with the rest of CIES to honor Jackie Kirk. Gender Committee sessions are open to everyone.   

Gender Symposium


In the morning, the Committee will host two panels examining gender-related practices in and outside of academia. The first morning panel will examine gender mainstreaming, one of the most prevalent trends in gender policymaking and programming around the world. The second panel, co-hosted with the New Scholars Committee, is the Academic Life & Family Stress panel, which will focus on the realities and strategies of balancing work and personal life responsibilities.


Afternoon sessions begin with a panel of research presentations on issues reflected in the work of Jackie Kirk: women teachers, gender and globalization, education in emergencies and post-conflict situations, and others. While this panel is inspired by Jackie Kirk’s work, the research presented is that of the presenters. Following this, the Gender Committee will join with others in CIES to honor the life and work of Jackie Kirk, who we lost in August to violence in Afghanistan. 

Gender & Research Methodologies Workshop


The Gender Committee is also pleased to host a research methodology workshop on the afternoon and evening of Thursday, March 26, directly after the annual conference. The workshop will explore how research methodologies and methods such as participatory rural appraisal, randomized experiments, vertical ethnography, HLM, and survey research have been and could be used to illuminate gender relations and gendered practices and outcomes in educational research. The workshop will also explore topics that commonly arise in educational research on gender, including: conceptualizing global/local in gender research, equity and/versus equality, and research ethics. The cost of the workshop will be $25, including dinner; need-based scholarships are available.
