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This past July we began the first year of a five-year editorial term; we build on our five past years of experience.  Though continuing to operate much as we did last year, we have an additional coeditor, Emily Hannum, and David Post is currently in the position of “editor.”  Chris Bjork is our book review editor. We have begun our second year with the Editorial Manager system that is now used exclusively by the University of Chicago Press for tracking and submitting journal articles to Chicago’s journals.
The reports we submitted to the CIES over the last five years included a narrative discussion about the CER and its situation in the field of comparative education.  However, this year’s report to CIES is shorter because the substance of those previous narratives has been printed in an editorial in the February 2009 issue of the CER.  It is available to all with web access, as an open-access document.  In this report, therefore, we include only supplementary information about manuscripts submitted and published, in addition to our proposed budget and request for funding from CIES next year (see Appendix A.).  We also wish to acknowledge the 212 reviewers of manuscripts received during 2008 (see Appendix B.).
We begin by expressing appreciation for the work by last-year’s committee to assess the CER.  The committee recommended that we host an open session at the Charleston conference where we can listen and respond to members’ suggestions.  This is now planned for Wednesday, March 25, 2:30 – 4:00.  Aaron Benavot, the chair of the review committee, has agreed to chair that session.  We also want to report that in early August the editorial team (David, Mark, Emily, Heidi, and Chris as well as John Collins and Sarah Fuller, the managing editors) met at Penn State to discuss our strategies over the coming year and to digest the results of the external review of our editorship.  Recently, based on input from our Editorial Advisory Committee, we have decided that the next special issue of the CER will be devoted to Educators and the Environment.
Manuscript Flow
Last year we reported that, during 2007, we received 166 new submissions (including 32 submissions for our special issue). Of those, we had screened out 87 (though offering detailed suggestions to authors).  Of the total submissions, we sent 79 manuscripts (48%) for reviewer input, and we wrote explanations to the authors of the “screened-out” manuscripts we identified as inappropriate for the CER or as still too underdeveloped.  As we’ve explained before, many of authors who we initially “screened-out” later revised their manuscripts in response to our suggestions.  After resubmiting their pieces for further consideration, several of these “screened-out” authors were eventually published after an external review.
For 2008 we are happy to report both a greater number submissions and, consequently, a greater number of articles sent for external review. During 2008 we received 182 new submissions. We screened out 96 of these (though offering detailed suggestions to authors), and we sent out 86 manuscripts (47%) for reviewer input. In 2008 we also processed 36 resubmissions from pieces originally submitted in 2008, 2007, 2006, 2005, or 2004.  We returned 22 resubmissions to reviewers, and we conducted only an internal editorial review on 14 manuscripts. This review process involved 223 referees for 2008 submissions, with many colleagues providing input on more than one manuscript. As discussed in the February 2009 editorial, most articles appearing in the CER are substantially revised two or more times.  
The names of the reviewers of 2008 submissions (both new and revised manuscripts) are listed in Appendix B. to this report. We are grateful to them for the extraordinary care they take with CER manuscripts. Some CER reviewers submit as many as 8 pages of assessment and advice for authors. We continue to share with reviewers both an anonymous copy of the decision letter to the author.  
Characteristics of Manuscripts and Authors 
We collect information on the geographic source and focus of published articles and submitted manuscripts, as well as the gender of the first authors of published articles and submitted manuscripts. With regard to geographical source, we do not know the citizenship of authors who submit manuscripts to us, but we do know their current base. Last year, 67 out of the 182 (36%) first authors submitting to the CER were based in the United States. By comparison, in 2007, 43% of submissions originated from authors based in the United States.  In 2005, 46% submissions came from authors based in the United States. Of the 182 manuscripts submitted in 2008, 76 were by multiple authors, while 106 were single-author pieces. 

Table 1 summarizes the geographical focus of articles published as well as of the manuscripts submitted in 2008.  Last year we reported that many of the submitted and published manuscripts focused on a particular region (with Asia-focused submissions and articles again, as in 2006, being most prevalent). This year, by comparison, there were more multi-country articles submitted and published, as can be seen in Table 2.

Table 4 presents the gender of the authors (first authors in cases of multiple authorship) who submitted and published articles between 2004 and 2008. We also report on the invited essay reviews and book reviews. In 2008 we find a significant increase in the number of submissions with female first authors, increasing from 38% in 2007 to 48% in 2008. However, there is no substantive change in the gender composition of published research articles compared with earlier years.  As in past years, publication as a percentage of submission appears to be significantly less likely for male contributors (11/91 for males, versus 10/55 for females).  We have no ready explanation for this discrepancy.
In a longer view, over the terms of three previous editorships, it is possible to compare the numbers of published articles since 1984, when the CER became a quarterly.  In all but eight of the past 24 years the CER published a special thematic issue, usually working with guest editors. The numbers and distributions of articles (not including presidential addresses), essay reviews, and book reviews are summarized below in Table 5.  You will note that the total number of articles published annually during the 2004-2008 period varied between 14 and 23, while that figure for the longer period (1984-2008) varied between 12 and 23). Furthermore, during the 2004-2008 period the number of book reviews published annually ranged from 20-31, while that figure for the longer period (1984-2008) ranged from 20 to 43, with the numbers being in the 30s and 20s since 1993.

Appendix A.

Budget 2009-2010

Our 2009-2010 budget proposal reflects mostly flat spending.  This year’s requests from CIES and our partner institutions are largely unchanged from those in our 2008-09 budget. Last year we requested and we received from CIES a total of $39,606 for its share of CER operation.  Included in this 2008-09 budget there were funds the CIES allocated to support travel to Penn State by Heidi Ross, Mark Ginsburg, Emily Hannum, and Chris Bjork for a three-day retreat. This allocation was $3,158, and the meeting took place in early August 2008.  No such retreat is planned during the coming year.  However, travel funds are still requested from CIES because there will be reduced funding from Penn State to support travel by the editor and managing editors to the next CIES meeting in Chicago.  Also, funding for airfare is needed from the CIES to enable David Post to attend the Chicago meeting, since he will be working while on sabbatical leave in Quito, Ecuador. In addition, funding is being requested for the airfare of Post’s proposed participation in the World Congress, June 2010 in Istanbul.  As the journal editor, it is important to represent the CER at this meeting. Thus, compared to the total of $39,606  requested and received from CIES for the 2008-2009 period, we are requesting a total of $38,820 for 2009-2010.
